In Back to the Future Il, Dr Emmett Brown foresaw from the
front seat of the DeLorean that in 2015 there would be video
glasses, hands-free computer games, the iPad, and face-
time phone calls. And while flying cars and shoelaces that tie
themselves are still just blueprints, we have some predictions
of our own.

QPF 2015 sees chief scientist and Arts Queensland Poet in
Residence, Kate Durbin, work with mediums such as selfies
and YouTube to challenge the underlying assumptions of form.
